This pamphlet includes suggestions to  
assist law enforcement agencies in gaining 
intelligence that will ultimately clean up your 

neighborhood.   

Become our eyes and ears: Together we 
will send the message that drug abuse is 
not welcome in Crawford County! 

Law enforcement recognizes that you know 
your neighborhood best.  When something 
doesn't seem right,  report it.  Even the 
smallest piece of information is valuable 
when combined with other intelligence. 

Don’t risk the safety of you or your family by 
taking matters into your own hands.    

what  
WE NEED  

¶ Heavy foot traffic into a specific 
location with visitors staying a very short 
period of time. 

¶ Heavy vehicle traffic with the cars  
stopping at or near a specific location. 

¶ Visitors staying for short periods of 
time. 

¶ Drug paraphernalia: baggies,  
water balloons, syringes, pipes. 

¶ Merchandise moving in and out of 
houses primarily at odd times of the day 
and with  
unusual frequency. 

¶ Repeated, observable exchanges of items, 
especially when you see money. 

¶ Visitors mistaking you for the dealer. 

¶ Noxious odors coming from/around 
houses or buildings on a continual basis. 

¶ Strangers loitering in your  
neighborhood. 

¶ Document activity. Include: 

¶ Where is it happening? 

¶ When is it happening?   

¶ When do people arrive?  

¶ When did they leave? 

¶ Vehicle license plates 

¶ Descriptions of those involved 

¶ Video footage or pictures 

¶ Send a note — anonymously or not,  
through email or traditional mail, to your 
local law enforcement agency. Include 
any documentation you have gathered.                 

Unsure of which agency to call?   
For your convenience, the numbers are 
listed on the back of this pamphlet. 

¶ Donôt assume the knowledge is        
common.  Report it. 

¶ Call a law enforcement TIPS line.      
Information can be left anonymously, but 
please be specific. If you believe that a 
drug transaction is taking place out in 
public view, call local law enforcement           
immediately!
